Dressing up for Halloween
is one of the more enjoyable
ways to celebrate the spooky
season. It’s not uncommon
for people to be planning
their costumes well ahead
of Halloween, and seeing
as the pop-up retailer Spirit
Halloween starts taking
over vacant properties be-
ginning the middle of Au-
gust, it’s never too early to
begin thinking about the
thrills, chills and candy to
come.

Pet owners often choose
to include their companion
animals in Halloween fes-
tivities. Data from a 2022
PetSmart national survey
unveiled that more than
75 percent of pet parents
planned to dress their pets
up for Halloween and other
fall occasions. Some city-
dwelling individuals even
planned to match their pet’s
fall attire to their own. In
2019, the National Retail
Federation estimated Amer-
icans would spend $490
million on pet costumes
in 2020, which was more
than double the figure spent
around a decade prior.

Rubies, the largest manu-

facturer of pet costumes in
the U.S. and Europe, shared
these statistics in 2022,
many of which will stay
consistent this year.

* Vermont, New Hamp-
shire, South Dakota, Utah,
and Maine are the states
most likely to have dress up
their pets.

* A pumpkin, hot dog and
bat are the three most popu-
lar pet costumes. Star Wars-
themed costumes also are
favorites year after year.

There are plenty of cos-
tumes and pet clothing de-
signed for pets, but not all
of them are recommended

by humane organizations or
vets. Those who choose to
include pets in Halloween
festivities should keep these
tips in mind when selecting
costumes.

 Can the pet move prop-
erly? Check to see if the
clothing item is sized ap-
propriately so that it is not
restrictive. Make sure the
pet can walk properly, jump,
groom, and relieve itself. Do
not leave pets in costumes
for too long, as they may af-
fect the animal’s ability to
control body temperature.

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Debunking certain myths
surrounding breast cancer

Events like National
Breast Cancer Awareness
Month and the Susan G.
Komen® MORE THAN
PINK Walk® have been in-
tegral to raising awareness
about the most commonly
diagnosed cancer in women
across the globe. Though
such campaigns and events
have helped many women
better understand breast
cancer and their own risk for
the disease, certain myths
surrounding breast cancer
persist. Such myths are not
harmless and can, in fact,
lead to unsafe outcomes that
jeopardize women’s health.

Questions about breast
cancer should always be
directed to a physician.
Though physicians may not
have all the answers, they
remain useful allies in the
fight against a disease that
the World Cancer Research
Fund International reports
will be discovered in rough-
ly three million women this
year. As women seek more
knowledge of breast cancer,
it can be just as important
to recognize some common
myths surrounding the dis-
ease.

Myth: MRIs are more
effective than mammo-
grams.

The National Breast Can-
cer Coalition notes that no
evidence exists to support
the assertion that a magnet-

ic resonance imaging exam
is a more effective screen-
ing test for breast cancer
than a mammogram. The
NBCC acknowledges that
an MRI can be an effective
diagnostic tool when doc-
tors suspect something is
wrong. However, the NBCC
advises against using MRI
to screen for breast cancer
since it is more likely to
yield a false-positive result
than a mammogram. In-
deed, the National Breast
Cancer Foundation identi-
fies mammography as the
gold standard for the early
detection of breast cancer.

Myth: Breast size and
breast cancer risk are con-
nected.

This myth typically sug-
gests breast cancer is more
common in women with
large breasts. The NBCF
notes there is no connec-
tion between breast size and
breast cancer risk. Breast
density, not size, may be as-
sociated with a greater risk
for breast cancer. The Mayo
Clinic notes dense breast
tissue refers to the ways
breast tissue appears on a
mammogram. Women with
dense breasts, which the
National Cancer Institute
notes affects roughly half
of all women over age 40,
are at higher risk for breast
cancer because the dense
tissue makes screening for
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the disease more difficult.
But breast size and breast
density are not one and the
same.

Myth: Most breast can-
cer patients have a family
history of the disease.

The NBCC notes that
roughly 15 to 20 percent
of women diagnosed with
breast cancer report a fam-
ily history of the disease.
Assuming only those with
a family history are vulner-
able to breast cancer gives
women with no such back-
ground a false sense of secu-
rity, which may discourage
them from taking measures
to lower their risk.

Myth: All breast lumps
are cancerous.

The NBCF indicates only
a small percentage of breast
lumps end up being cancer-
ous. Lumps should never
be ignored, and should be
reported to a physician im-
mediately. But it’s impor-
tant to avoid jumping to
conclusions after finding
a breast lump. A clinical
breast exam can determine
what’s behind the lump, and
women who discover a lump
should remain calm until
such an exam is conducted.

These are just some of
the many myths circulating
about breast cancer. More
information about the dis-
ease can be found at nation-
albreastcancer.org.

* Is your pet stressed?
Look for behaviors that
may indicate the pet is
stressed by wearing the
costume. Pets feeling anx-
ious may groom exces-
sively or make more noise
than usual. Dogs may pant
a lot or yawn. If a pet is
pawing or pulling at the
costume, it might be mak-
ing the animal uncomfort-
able. Dogs tend to be more
tolerant of costumes than
cats, though each pet is

unique.

* Can body language be
relayed? Pets use body
language to communicate
with other animals. Cos-
tumes could interfere with
that ability. If the pet will
be wearing the costume
indoors and not in prox-
imity to other animals, it
may be fine. Pets who will
be walking outdoors and
come into contact with
other companion animals
might act differently and

other animals may act
aggressively when faced
with a pet in a costume.

* Is it safe? Choose cos-
tumes that do not impede
the pet’s vision or its abil-
ity to walk. Select materi-
als that are fire-retardant
and nontoxic.

Pet costumes are quite
popular on Halloween,
and pet parents can have
fun celebrating while also
keeping pets’ comfort and
safety in mind.

Safe trick-or-treating tips

Halloween is enjoyed by
people of all ages, but few
get a bigger kick out of
the holiday than children.
There are costumes to
be worn, time spent with
friends and the opportu-
nity to collect free candy
and other treats.

Although Halloween
can be a fun time, the
Children’s Safety Net-
work warns that it’s also
a time when accidents can
happen. According to the
CSN, the most dangerous
day for child pedestrians
is Halloween, with two
times as many child pe-
destrians dying on Hal-
loween compared to other
days. It is essential to pri-
oritize safety on Hallow-
een, and following these
guidelines can help.

* Make sure costumes
are short. Costumes that
drag on the floor are trip-
ping hazards, which can
lead to injury. Be sure that
costumes do not cover the
feet or drag on the ground.

e Trick-or-treat in
groups. Children are saf-
er in numbers due to the
increased visibility of
a crowd and because, if
something happens, oth-
ers can call for help. Par-
ents can use their discre-
tion on what age they feel
is mature enough to let
children go out alone. Un-
til then, children should
be accompanied by adults.

* Improve visibility. It’s
important to be seen while
trick-or-treating, and that
can be achieved by mak-
ing sure costumes and
trick-or-treat bags feature
reflective tape. Trick-or-
treaters also can carry
flashlights or glow sticks
to improve visibility, and
stick to areas with street-
lights if going out after
dark.

e Stay on sidewalks.
Whenever possible, trick-
or-treaters should stick to
the sidewalks and avoid
walking on the roads.
This may not always be
possible in neighborhoods
without sidewalks, where
parents and youngsters
must be especially care-
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ful.

* Eat before trick-or-
treating. A meal or snack
before trick-or-treating
can reduce the tendency to
fill up on candy while out
and about. All candy and
other treats should be in-
spected by an adult before
it is eaten.

* Keep pets locked away.
Animals can become skit-
tish when there are many
people loitering outside
of homes or ringing door-
bells. Keep pets in a quiet
room away from the ac-
tion to prevent them from
getting loose, injured or
scared enough to bite or

scratch someone.

* Avoid masks that ob-
struct vision. It can be
hard to see peripherally
with a mask on, so avoid
costumes with masks that
compromise vision.

* Test out makeup be-
forehand. All makeup
used for costumes should
be tested for allergic re-
actions prior to use. Heed
the warnings on pack-
aging and avoid putting
makeup too close to the
eyes or lips.

These are some safety
strategies designed to
keep Halloween fun and
incident-free this year.
